INSTRUCTION MANUAL

The POWER MONITOR is a wireless device that allows you to instantly 
monitor your homes’ electricity costs. At a glance it can tell you how much 
electricity your home is using from moment-to-moment and your estimated 
monthly bill. Take advantage of this real-time feedback on your electricity 
usage to help you reduce your electricity costs.

STEP 5 – CONFIGURE YOUR DIGITAL DISPLAY UNIT

5.1  Press and hold the “prog/sync” button located on the top of the Digital Display Unit until it  
   beeps once (approximately 3 seconds).  The display unit will now be in program mode.

5.2  At this point you will need to program the correct time, day of the week and temperature.  
   You may notice these parameters are already set.  If this is the case press the “prog/sync”  
   button until you are past these settings (approx. 5 times).  If they are not correct, change 
   them using the ▲ and ▼ buttons and press the “prog/sync” buttons to move forward 
   in the process.

   Enter the current hour of the day.  Then press “prog/sync”.

   Enter the current minute of the day. Then press “prog/sync”. 

   Enter the current day of the week. Then press “prog/sync” 

   Select whether you would like to view the outside temperature in Celsius (°C ) or 
   Fahrenheit (°F).

5.3 Now you will be asked to enter a parameter known as kWh, this is your meter multiplier 
   and it should be 1.0 and may already be set. If it isn’t, set it to 1.0 and press “prog/sync”.

5.4  Find a recent electricity bill and determine your electricity rate.  

   If you are on PowerStream’s Regulated Price Plan, your electricity rate is a 2 Tier system
   and can be found on the top two lines of your electricity bill breakdown.
 
   The �rst line is the amount you pay for Tier 1

   Tier 1 = Summer Rate - for �rst 600kWh consumed (from May 1st to Oct 31st)
     = Winter Rate - for �rst 1000kWh consumed (from Nov 1st to April 30th)
        *depending on time of year 600 or 1000 will be your �rst threshold.

   The second line is the amount you pay for Tier 2

   Tier 2 = The rate you pay after the �rst 600 (Summer) or 1000 (Winter) kWh 
         you consume.

   There is no other Tier after this rate, so press the ▼ button 
   until a series of dashes appears. 

   If you have signed a contract with an energy retailer, your billing process and rates may
   be di�erent.  You will need to contact your energy provider if you have any questions   
   regarding your billing process.

5.5 You have now completed the con�guration process, press “prog/sync” one last time 
   to exit.

   Your monitor will now begin giving you moment-to-moment feedback on your homes'   
   electricity costs.
